Q: Given the many diseases fighting for public awar eness,
do you feel youOre winning the fight to spread awar eness
of lupus?

A: (RD) Absolutely. Calls from grateful patients wi th lupus
and contributions from our donors remind us daily o f our
success. And the generosity of our supportersNifrom Mike
Bloomberg and James Garner to the hundreds of our v ol-

unteersNencourages us to redouble our efforts.

Q: We know that the Foundation funds critical resea rch. Is
that research following one specific route?

A: (NC) No. Because we donOt know exactly where the

answers to this complex disease lie. ThatOs why we must
remain open to new science and be willing to go whe re the
science leads us. We award grants and fellowships t o the
most outstanding scientists with the most innovativ e proj-
ectsNand weOve created the Lupus Research Institute . We

will find the cure.

Q: Have you done anything different this year?

A: (RD) We began developing alliances with new grou ps.
For example, we worked with the Selkowitz family, D r. Dan

Wallace, and others to create a new Los Angeles org ani-
zation; we collaborated with Lord & Taylor on a fre e public

seminar; and we targeted funds from the Martin Estr in

Foundation to create our Let Kids be Kids program. So far,
the tactic is exceeding our expectations.

Q: Since lupus affects minority women in unexpected num-
bers, do you target them with special outreach effo rs?

A: (MD) We have provided education and support pro-

grams to African-American and Hispanic women since the
FoundationOs inception. This year, we expanded our East
Harlem Lupus Cooperative into the South Bronx; we d evel-
oped new bi-lingual outreach capabilities; we conti nued to
provide emergency support to patients and their fam iliesin

need; and we involved local organizations and churc hes in
our efforts.

Q: Research blossoms when scientists talk with one
another, but this doesnOt happen often enough. How a re
you addressing this?

A: (NC) | agreeNcommunication spurs new thinking, w hich
can lead to research innovation. To that end, we br ought
all our research grant recipients together for a we ekend of
dialogue at the Arden House Conference Center. The pre-
sentations, discussions, and poster sessions caused a

Research on Center Stage

For one weekend last spring, the S.L.E. Foundation
moved to the Arden House Conference Center of
Columbia University. There, we sponsored the first
research conference for our 30 current research

grant recipients. In this informal setting, they re port-
ed on their progress, discussed scientific issues,
mounted poster sessions, made presentations, and
participated in Q&A sessions that nurtured mean-
ingful dialogue.

And, as our need for novel lupus research intensi-
fies, the Lupus Research Institute (LRI) began pro-
viding a new set of eyes on the disease. With
some $5 million raised, the LRI has already award-
ed its first round of grants, totaling $2.7 million

We continued to nurture and support lupus patients and
their families:

¥ Our East Harlem Lupus Cooperative provides local

patients with information packets in English and Sp anish,
physician referrals and interpreters. This year, th e
Cooperative reached out to East Harlem ministers an d
church leaders through a breakfast meeting and offe red
education about lupus in church and faith-based set tings

in the neighborhood. Additionally, we developed OWh  at
Hispanic Women Need to Know About Lupus,0 a new
brochure, which we also published in Spanish: OLo Q ue La
Muijer Hispana Necesita Saber Sobre el Lupus.O

¥ Let Kids Be Kids  is a new program that, due to the
generosity of the Martin Estrin Foundation, provides
disadvantaged youngsters suffering with lupus some of
the childhood pleasures they might otherwise miss. The
program offered after-school lessons in art, music, and
swimming; day camp attendance; and the first spon-
sorships of children with lupus and their families at
Camp Sunshine in Lake Sebago, Maine. Funding for
year two is already in place, thanks to the Estrin
Foundation, the ChildrenOs Fund at Toys ORO Us, and the
Goodman Family Foundation.

¥ Lupus Kids Day celebrated kids with lupus and their

families with lunch, games, raffles, music, and tal ks with
physicians and health care workers. We held the ev entin
collaboration with New YorkOs Hospital for Special Surgery.

¥ Healing Arts & Helping Ourselves offered a one-day
symposium on complementary treatments for lupus.
Attendees included a large number of people with Iu pus
and their families from the tristate area.

¥ Lupus Emergency Grants help seriously ill people in
crisis situations pay for basic shelter needs and p rescrip-
tion medications.

¥ Our ongoing ORap with a Rheumatologist O call-in ses-
sions now provide a Spanish translator.

VincentOs Medical Center, supported Mr. Vallone as he said, OWe must
work together to overcome this dangerous autoimmune disease that has
become one of the nationOs most widespread medical problems.O
